All Masters and Instructors are encouraged to help us run the event in the fairest possible manner by helping 
us officiate the tournament. Our Tae Kwon Do, Okinawan & Japanese, American Goju, and unaffiliated Tang 
Soo Do guests are encouraged to call me prior to the event to let me know the names of the adult Black Belts 
from their schools that wish to help us officiate on the day of the tournament. We will make every effort to give 
each school representation in the rings that their students compete in.
